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MAKE DO & MEND PROJECTS ANNOUNCED FOR 2018 

Stellar Quines is excited to announce the 5 projects that have been chosen for this first round of seed funding, Make Do & Mend, a new initiative that allows artists to develop new work in any artform and allows experimentation in their creative enquiry.

We received a tremendous response to the call out for applications with a total of over 40 received for Make Do & Mend and Mini Make Do & Mend, our collaboration with project partners Terra Incognita.

Jen White, Producer at Stellar Quines said:
‘We were bowled over by the number of applications for our new Talent Development opportunity, Make Do & Mend - the quality and ambition of the proposals was staggering. We are delighted to be able to support five projects led by eight artists working across art forms that includes; screen printing costume workshops in Kinning Park Complex, development and creation of a podcast, devising new pieces of theatre, and an event with spoken word, music, design and wearable art in partnership with Terra Incognita. The artists are all based in Scotland with the projects being developed in Edinburgh, Dundee and Glasgow. We will be looking at themes such as invisible illnesses, clothing as a form of political activism, the changing roles of women from the perspective of four generations of a South Indian family, rewriting history to include herstory, and a celebration of campaigning women activists.’

THE PROJECTS

Make Do & Mend

Alice Mary Cooper, The Woman in the Box - £2,000

Theatre maker Alice Mary Cooper will write and create her debut podcast focused on the herstory of two incredible but forgotten women. Utilising research and stories Alice uncovered in 2015 while making The Box (a piece of social history theatre), she will make a programme centred on the fascinating stories of early twentieth century Dundonians Lady Edith Baxter and Annie Keir Lamont. 

Alice Mary Cooper is a theatre maker, actor and clown (Waves, The Bean Counter, Puffin) originally from Sydney, Australia.  She makes performances for all ages that are highly physical with a strong character focus. She is passionate about sustainability and creating work that has the environment at its heart.

Rosa Duncan & Rebecca Sweeney, Heating the Ink  - £1,982

Rosa Duncan and Rebecca Sweeney will undertake a research and development week for a new play. Their project intends to explore the gendered experiences of patients within mainstream medicine. They will ask how the language associated with invisible illnesses (particularly those of women) affects the treatment processes and the quality of life. They want to use theatrical device to communicate experiences that remain immeasurable, internal – how much women’s experiences have changed and how different yet they could be with the shaping of language.
TwentySomething are an all-women led theatre company based in Edinburgh. Their work puts women’s voices at the forefront of stories. Writer Rebecca Sweeney recently won critical acclaim for Squall (dir. Audura Oneshile), as part of the Traverse Theatre’s Youthquake Breakfast Plays, 2018. 
This fund will enable TwentySomething to collaborate with a visiting director for the first time. 
Rosa Duncan is a director based in Glasgow. She is currently working with Imaginate as a Launchpad Artist, exploring creating visually engaging and fun socio-political work for 3-7 year olds. Rosa is the Associate Director on the upcoming production of Morna Young’s Lost at Sea, (Perth Theatre)

Annie George, Document  - £1,991

Document will use as its starting point the stories told in one family of South Indian origin, now living in Scotland.

Four women, across four generations provide the stimulus for a performance piece told from an alternative cultural perspective and one that explores aspects of the changing roles and aspirations of women across a century, told through text, music and images,

Annie George is a writer, theatremaker and occasional filmmaker based in Edinburgh, and has worked in Scottish theatre for twenty seven years.  She was awarded the Inspiring Scotland 2016 Bursary in association with the Saltire Society.
Her solo shows include Home Is Not the Place (Fringe 2017) and The Bridge, a Glasgow 2014 commission and Scottish tour (2015).

Lilian Ptáček & Poppy Nash, Unruly Methods - £2,000

Unruly Methods is an investigation into how clothing has been used by women as a form of political activism to challenge the patriarchy and advance women’s rights. Artists Poppy Nash and Lilian Ptacek will research activist clothing from key moments of the discourse on gender equality, from the Suffragettes to today. 
In response to this research they plan to make a series of screen- printed costumes to be exhibited at Kinning Park Complex. They will run screenprinting workshops at Kinning Park Complex, inviting women participants to reflect on the challenges and opportunities to be met by women in Scotland today. Their perspectives, ideas and suggestions will be woven into the weft and warp of the project. 
Poppy Nash is a designer living and working in Glasgow, she imprints her concepts onto cloth and clothing. She is interested in how art, design and everyday objects can be used as a tool to discuss social issues. Poppy has been heavily involved within the Disability arts movement and currently works as an on-going Youth Consultant for Glasgow based theatre company, Birds of Paradise. 
Lilian Ptáček is a visual artist based in Glasgow, where she graduated from The Glasgow School of Art in 2014. Materiality and process drive the production of her practice with a focus on the image as a ready-made material for manipulation. She works intuitively with printmaking and casting to form collages in both image and installation. Lilian has exhibited both locally and internationally in group exhibitions and currently works as an Arts Educator with the Edinburgh Sculpture Workshop, East Renfrewshire Council and The Lyceum.

Soizig Carey & Alice Dansey-Wright, Muse Not Maker - £1,500

Muse Not Maker is a collaborative project devised by illustrator Alice Dansey-Wright and designer/maker Soizig Carey, responding to themes of archetypes in art, art & feminism, art & design crossover, accessibility, female status in art, muse not maker, and activism in art. It is a collection of wearable art, set design and provocations, readings and performances, commenting on the status of women in art. Muse Not Maker invites open and playful collaboration in art and design by, for and with women. 
Alice Dansey-Wright is an artist and designer based in Glasgow. Accessibility and empowerment are key themes in Alice’s work, inspired by textile design, symbology and folk art/craft traditions. Graduating from GSA’s Environmental Art programme in 2004, she now works across Scotland and beyond delivering public and community focussed art projects, large scale painting and murals and a number of collaborative design commissions and projects with other artists and makers. Alice has also recently become a mother to two identical baby girls. 
Soizig Carey is a designer maker based in Glasgow, specialising in contemporary handmade jewellery and objects. Soizig is committed to ethical making, and creating work that can be worn or serve as meaningful and playful objects, integrating traditional and modern craft techniques. She is an educator and co director of O-PiN , working with groups from primary to graduate level with a focus on play and craft. She also works in arts and cultural development for the refugee sector, pursuing empowerment and rights for refugees in Scotland through arts and activism.
